• The tithe is not a salvation issue.  It is  

instruction on money from the owner.  

 

        THE PURPOSES OF THE TITHE  

1. To teach us to be givers like Christ.   

     He designed us from the foundation 

            of the world to be givers. 

• “Let us make mankind in our image, after our  

likeness.”  Genesis 1:27  

• “God gave his only son . . .”   • John 3:16 

• Giving the tithe is part of the rhythm of life,  

like breathing or letting the dogs out. If you don’t do it, your 

life caves in. 

• Givers prosper as husbands, wives, parents, 

employers, and employees.  People like cheerful  

givers and want them around. 

 

2.  To remind us who the owner is.  

 

3.  It is part of praise and worship.

  not my duty, to give like you do.

4.  It is Spiritual Warfare.  

God promises to rebuke the devourer  

(the devil) for those who tithe.  To stop his taking not only 

our goods but our teenagers and all that is part of our life on 

this earth.
