MANSION

“"Don’t be troubled. You trust God, now trust in me. There
are many rooms 1in my Father’s home, and I am going to prepare a
place for you. If this were not so, I would tell you plainly.
When everything is ready, I will come and get you, so that you
will always be with me where I am.”

“I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one can come to
the Father except through me.”
THE WAY. Jesus 1is the way we pass through this world to the
Father’s house. We have a destination beyond this earth as we
know it. Walk with the Holy Spirit of Jesus today, tomorrow and
the day after in this world.

We will not be afraid but have a merry heart until the very
minute Jesus comes to take us home and give us our resurrection
body, to live with Him and the Father in a new earth and sky.
The FATHER’'S HOME is on a recreated earth and sky. “And I saw a
new heaven and a new earth....
