Questions: What conduct makes a church family happy?

What conduct makes a church family unhappy?

[Conduct #1 The family shows LOVE to God and to people.

Matthew 22:37-39 “You must love the Lord your God with all your
heart, all your soul, and all your mind. This is the first and
greatest commandment.

A second is equally important: Love your neighbor as yourself.”

Showing love to God means worship and imitating his holiness.

* Psalm 101 “I will sing of your love and justice. I will praise
you, LORD, with songs.
I will be careful to live a blameless life.”

—1- Love for God involves singing to God, which is worship.

-2- Love for God involves living a life, which enables us to walk with him.

Showing love to people means: (1) Bringing them to Jesus for salvation.
(2) Helping them have an abundant life.

e John 1:40-42 Andrew, Simon Peter’s brother, was one of those men
who heard what John said and then followed Jesus....... (John said -
—-someone is here who is so great that I am not worthy to be his
slave .. “Look! There is the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of
the world. John 1:27-29) The first thing Andrew did was to find
his brother, Simon, and tell him, “We have found the Messiah”
(which means Christ—God as anointed Savior). Then Andrew brought
Simon to meet Jesus. Looking intently at Simon, Jesus said, ‘You
are Simon, the son of John—but you will be called Cephas (which
means Peter (rock).”

-3-Andrew became a saved man because when he heard about Jesus he him.

-4- Andrew showed love to his brother. He Simon to meet Jesus.

=5~ The Lord Jesus gave Simon a new , which was what he would become.

—6— John 10:10 Jesus wants to give every person a life on this earth.

[Conduct #2 The Family warmly WELCOMES everyone.
People experience from the first day they stepped into the church that they were noticed, welcomed
and invited into the social life of people in the church and activities of the church.

People experience that they fit in. “These are my people.” They experience friendship. The
people in this church want to know me and to share life with me.

-7-Jesus always welcomed everyone. He honored the least and the worst (from our point of
view). Mark 10:13-16 When the disciples tried to stop children from coming to Him, what did
the Lord say?

[Conduct #3 The Family lives in PEACE.
